I. Call to Order 
Dustin Counts, SR-5 Section Chief, called the meeting to order at 1:15 p.m. and led the 
Obligation of the Order of the Arrow.  He announced that we have a new Area Director, Barry 
Oxley.  He pointed out the new Dixie Deadlines/Calendar on page vi of the Dixie Proposal.  Mr. 
Counts made statements regarding rules of the meeting to clarify the section’s use of Robert’s 
Rules of Order.  Mr. Counts also restated the objective of the meeting is to help plan Dixie and 
clarified who the voting members of the COC are to avoid confusion. 
Ryan Bajan, SR-5 Vice Chief, led a prayer.

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 Without objection, Mr. Counts moved the COC into the 2005 Dixie Fellowship 
Guidelines, Quest for the Golden Arrow proposal and called upon Adam Kuykendall, SR-5 
Program Coordinator. 
 
II. 2005 Dixie Fellowship Guidelines 
A. Quest for the Golden Arrow 

Mr. Kuykendall moved to accept the program proposal for the 2005 Quest for the Golden 
Arrow with the following changes—change part II.E.1.j.ii. from “8c” to “hiii”, change part 
II.E.2.c.iii. from “4” to “d”, change part II.E.2.j.ii from “8c” to “hiii”, and change part II.E.2.k.ii 
from “8c” to “hiii”.  Mr. Ryan Bajan seconded the motion. 

Mr. Kuykendall made a friendly amendment to change egg toss to not be scored as part 
of the Quest for the Golden Arrow, adding “(This event will not be scored.)” after the event’s 
title, “6. Egg Toss”, in part II.D. 

Sean Smith, Lodge Chief of Catawba Lodge, made a friendly amendment to change the 
spelling of “advisor” to “adviser” in part II.D.6.b.  Mr. Kuykendall accepted.  Mr. Kuykendall 
explained that in part II.C., the scoring is consolidated for all lodge sponsored events. 

Brian Manuel, Lodge Chief of Eswau Huppeday Lodge, brought up a point about tie-
breaking for D.1. Archery under the new system; Frank Sturges, SR-5 Training Coordinator, 
clarified the scoring referring to the guidelines stated in the proposal. 

Mr. Smith made a friendly amendment to change part II.C.4. to “If there is a tie within 
any particular event, all lodges involved in the tie will average their assigned scores.”  Mr. 
Kuykendall accepted. 

Mr. Kuykendall elaborated about the egg toss.  He explained that it would be taken out of 
scoring because there is an adult participating, and that the event and the Quest has been a 
traditionally youth-only competition.  Mr. Smith asked for clarification about the type of egg.  
Mr. Kuykendall specified it to be provided by the Service Lodge.  Justin Carter, Lodge Chief of 
Santee Lodge, asked if there would be enough time for the egg toss before the cross country run.  
Mr. Kuykendall explained the purpose of the event was to add an additional spirit aspect to the 
afternoon.  Mr. Counts reinforced Mr. Kuykendall’s point that the event would add an additional 
spirit aspect to the afternoon and that time would be made for the event.   

Mr. Smith made a friendly amendment that “before Dixie” should be added to the end of 
the sentence of part II.D.6.b.  Mr. Kuykendall accepted. 

Mr. Sturges made a friendly amendment to change “see” to “contact” in part II.D.6.b.  
Mr. Kuykendall accepted. 

William McCormick, Lodge Chief elect of Muscogee Lodge, made a friendly amendment 
to add part II.B.4., reading, “Youth delegates only may compete in scored quest events.”  Mr. 
Kuykendall accepted. 

Mr. Kuykendall explained the new sudden death format in the Ultimate Frisbee 
competition.  Mr. Counts explained the reasoning behind the new sudden death format. 

Seeing no further discussion and without objection, Mr. Counts moved the COC to a vote 
on the 2005 Quest for the Golden Arrow proposal as amended.  The motion passed unanimously 
by a voice vote. 

Without objection, Mr. Counts moved the COC into the American Indian Events proposal 
and called upon Greg Bajan, SR-5 American Indian Events Coordinator. 

 
B. American Indian Events 
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Mr. Greg Bajan moved to accept the 2006 American Indian Events proposal as presented.  
Travis Wood, Lodge Chief of Skyuka Lodge, seconded the motion. 

Mr. Greg Bajan elaborated on proposal changes.  He explained the new check-in 
procedures in part III.A.1.f. and the changes to Brotherhood Competition guidelines in part 
III.A.2.  He talked about the inclusion of the judging sheets in the proposal to give lodges prior 
notification on how they will be judged.  Mr. Greg Bajan explained that these judging sheets 
come from National and are not up for modification. 

Mr. Wood asked for clarification of the second sentence of part III.A.7.  Mr. Greg Bajan 
made a friendly amendment that the second sentence of part III.A.7. be changed to “In addition, 
the score sheets will be given to the team adviser or chairman.” 

Mr. Manuel asked for clarification about how the “order of competition” as stated in part 
III.A.1.e. will be randomly determined.  Mr. Greg Bajan responded that names would be picked 
out of a hat, but that he and his adviser would be accounting for scheduling conflicts. 

Seeing no further discussion and without objection, Mr. Counts moved the COC to a 
voice vote on the 2005 American Indian Events proposal as amended; the motion passed 
unanimously. 

Without objection, Mr. Counts moved the COC into the Administrative Events proposal 
and called upon Mason Thomas, SR-5 Administrative Coordinator. 

 
C. Administrative Events 

 Mr. Thomas, moved to accept the 2006 Administrative Events proposal with two 
changes—change the date under the “JUDGING STANDARDS” for the Lodge Newsletter to 
read “April 24th, 2005” and to change “Lodge sponsors or co-sponsors an annual Camp Word 
Day” to “Lodge sponsors or co-sponsors an annual Camp Work Day” in the Section Honor 
Lodge Petition for 2006.  Mr. Ryan Bajan seconded the motion. 

 Mr. Thomas explained the proposal changes, including moving the Lodge of the Year 
Award under Section Honor Lodge Petition from its prior existence as a separate entity.  He 
clarified website judging guidelines as coming from the National OA.  Mr. Thomas pointed out 
that the lodge display can be about things other than just a lodge’s history and should be used 
throughout the year.  He noted that displays may be in a location that is subject to weather and 
that lodges must be responsible for taking care of precautions to prevent damage.  He noted the 
deadlines for special facility needs for the display. 

 Matt Carroll, Lodge Chief of Unali’yi Lodge, asked if the same displays can be used 
from year to year.  Mr. Thomas said that though not specifically stated either way, the displays 
can be used from year to year.  Mr. Carroll made a friendly amendment to add that, “Lodges can 
not use displays from year to year.”, in the Lodge Display Competition guidelines.  Mr. Thomas 
declined.  Mr. Counts asked Mr. Carroll if he would like to make a formal amendment.  Mr. 
Thomas pointed out the difficulty of making sure of a change from year to year.  Mr. Smith 
asked if a point of order should be called since Mr. Carroll had not yet responded.  Mr. Counts 
clarified that Mr. Carroll was in the process of rewording his amendment.  Mr. Carroll made a 
friendly amendment that, “Lodges’ displays cannot be reused with the same content, design, 
theme, and composed in the same matter.”, be added in the Lodge Display Competition 
guidelines.  Mr. Thomas declined.  Mr. Carroll made a formal amendment of the declined 
friendly amendment.  Mr. Carter seconded.  Mr. Carroll said that the point is to foster 
participation and activity through changing displays.  Mr. McCormick pointed out that the 
purpose of the display from the proposal is to “encourage the development and improvement of 
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Lodge Displays through competition with other lodges in the section.”  Jimmy Waldron, Lodge 
Chief of Bob White Lodge, argued that lodge chiefs should be able to decide on the content and 
leave it up to them.  Mr. Smith argued that everything builds off the base structure and that 
changing the base to comply with the proposed amendment would be costly and time consuming.  
Mr. McCormick reasoned that the display should evolve from year to year.  Mr. Smith called the 
question.  McCormick seconded.  Mr. Counts called for a hand vote to end discussion; it passed, 
13 for, 0 against, 1 abstaining.  Mr. Counts moved the COC to a voice vote on Mr. Carroll’s 
amendment; the amendment failed. 

 Mr. Thomas pointed out the change from “book” to “guide” in the introduction of the 
Lodge “Where to Go Camping Guide” guidelines.  Mr. McCormick asked what exactly “current” 
meant in the introduction.  Mr. Thomas said “current” meant since the last Dixie in this case.  
Mr. McCormick made a friendly amendment to add “(within the last 12 months)” after “must be 
current.”  Mr. Thomas accepted. 

 Mr. Smith made a motion that the requirements be taken from the National Quality 
Lodge Recognition Petition, which says that the “Where to Go Camping Guide” be updated 
within the last four years.  Mr. Wood seconded the motion.  Mr. Smith said we should do what 
National lays out.  Ben Pochardt, Lodge Chief of Atta Kulla Kulla Lodge, read from the Quality 
Lodge Recognition Petition that it says updated within the last four years.  Mr. Counts, without 
objection, moved the COC to a voice vote; the motion passed unanimously. 

 Mr. Thomas introduced the Section Honor Lodge Petition for 2006.  Mr. Carter asked for 
clarification about the changing of wording of the line about the Scout Reach Mentoring 
program.  Mr. Carter asked if they would be penalized if the council doesn't have the Scout 
Reach program.  Mr. Thomas and Mr. Counts clarified the point that the petition should motivate 
lodges to implement the program at the lodge level. 
 Mr. McCormick moved to remove the lodge planbook from the Section Honor Lodge 
Petition.  Mr. Carter seconded the motion.  Mr. McCormick said that the planbook was too costly 
and the information can be utilized better on the internet.  Mr. Smith pointed out that the 
planbook is very valuable at meetings and in places without the internet.  Mr. Sturges made the 
point that this competition is for those wishing to be a Section Honor Lodge, and those lodges 
that wish to be considered one of the best lodges in our section should probably be producing a 
planbook.  Harold Van Duyn, Staff Adviser of Bob White Lodge, expressed a safety concern 
with using the internet as the primary means of releasing information; he said that we cannot 
allow the personal information of youth to go on the internet.  Mr. McCormick said that needed 
information could be printed otherwise.  Mr. Thomas pointed out that new Arrowmen can get 
this information right away with the planbook, that not everyone can access the internet, and this 
is just part of being a Section Honor Lodge.  Mr. Counts, without objection, moved the COC to a 
voice vote; the motion failed. 

 Mr. Manuel moved that the line on National High Adventure programs be removed from 
the Section Honor Lodge Petition.  Matt Carroll seconded the motion.  Mr. Manuel said that this 
item did not accurately distinguish any qualities of a lodge as a whole and that not everyone can 
afford to attend the programs.  Mr. Sturges made the point that quality lodges could provide 
scholarships.  Mr. Thomas pointed out that only one youth had to apply and no one had to attend.  
Mr. Counts, without objection, moved the COC to a voice vote; the motion failed. 

 Mr. Carroll made a friendly amendment to add “and/or at least one member was on staff 
at NOAC or National Jamboree.” to the end of the High Adventure requirement in the Section 
Honor Lodge Petition.  Mr. Thomas accepted. 
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 Mr. Carter moved to remove the Scout Reach Mentoring program requirement from the 
Section Honor Lodge Petition.  Mr. Wood seconded the motion.  Mr. Carter said that this was 
unfair to lodges whose councils didn't have the program.  Mr. Smith pointed out that the council 
and lodge Scout Reach Mentoring programs are different.  Mr. Waldron, Jr. stated that the 
Section Honor Lodge competition is for those lodges that are doing these programs because it 
shows they are some of the best lodges in the section.  Mr. McCormick argued that the Scout 
Reach Mentoring program is important and should be done.  Mr. Thomas reasoned that this 
should motivate lodges to implement the program.  Mr. Carter said that it shouldn't be 
mandatory.  Mr. Counts clarified that it is not mandatory to implement the program to be a 
Section Honor Lodge.  Mr. Counts, without objection, moved the COC to a voice vote; the 
outcome was unclear. 

 Mr. Counts asked for a roll call vote; Mr. Grismer took the roll call vote.  The vote was as 
follows:

 The final vote was 4 in favor and 10 opposed.  The motion failed. 

 Mr. Counts, without objection, moved the COC to a voice vote on the Administrative 
Events proposal as amended; the motion passed unanimously. 

Without objection, Mr. Counts moved the COC into the Training Guideline proposal and 
called upon Mr. Sturges. 

 
D. Training Guidelines 

Mr. Sturges, pointed out that on the Dixie Deadlines/Calendar, the following information 
was missing: April 28 at the COC meeting, Lodge Chiefs must submit their training judges to 
Frank Sturges, Training Coordinator.  He moved to accept the 2006 Training Proposal as 
presented.  Mr. McCormick seconded the motion. 

Mr. Sturges talked about the training topics and additional training topics that will be 
provided by outside sources. 

Mr. Sturges asked lodges to choose their topics in Dixie rotation order.  They chose as 
follows: 
Bob White—High Adventure & the OA 
Tomo Chi-Chi—Conducting Call-Outs 
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Skyuka—Leave No Trace 
Eswau—Understanding the Ordeal 
Atta Kulla Kulla—The OA at Summer Camp 
Tsali—To Be Determined 
Itibapishe Iti Hollo—The 5 W’s of Brotherhood Conversion 
Unali'yi—Camping Promotion 
Santee—Chapter Program 
Catawba—Elangomat Program 
Muscogee—The OA Troop Representative Program 
 
 Mr. Counts, without objection, moved the COC to a voice vote on the Training 
Guidelines proposal; the motion passed unanimously. 

Without objection, Mr. Counts moved the COC into the SR-5 Section Officer Elections 
Procedures proposal and called on Mr. Sturges. 
 
E. SR-5 Section Officer Elections Procedures 

Mr. Sturges moved to accept the SR-5 Section Officer Election Procedures as presented.  
Mr. Pochardt seconded the motion.  Mr. Sturges explained that the change to the voting 
procedure change is in order to be in compliance with the Field Operations Guide. 

Mr. Counts, without objection, moved the COC to a voice vote; the motion passed 
unanimously. 

 
Mr. Kuykendall asked lodges to choose which events they will be judging in the Quest 

for the Golden Arrow in Dixie rotation order.  They chose as follows:

Mr. Sturges invited everyone to stay during the break to watch the Dixie 2005 DVD 

prepared by Tripp Clark, Lodge Adviser of Muscogee Lodge. 
Travis Wood moved to recess the meeting for 5 minutes.  Mr. Kuykendall seconded the 

motion.  Without objection, Mr. Counts called a recess at 2:35 pm. 
 
Mr. Counts asked all to return to their seats at 2:48 p.m. 
Mr. Counts, without objection, moved the COC into the Service Lodge proposal at 2:48 

pm and called on Joe Dorsey, 2005 Service Lodge Coordinator. 
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III. Service Lodge Information 
Mr. Dorsey moved to accept the Service Lodge Proposal for Dixie 2006 as presented 

except for the distributed graphics, which is attached hereto as Exhibit A.  Mr. McCormick 
seconded the motion. 

Mr. Dorsey went over the proposal changes from last year.  He guaranteed spots for 100 
delegates from each lodge if they register by the deadline.  He noted that there is limited parking 
and encouraged carpooling.  Mr. Dorsey noted in the proposal that “Dixie Host” was removed 
and replaced by “Service Lodge” in all occurrences.  He addressed concerns about the 
crackerbarrel’s limited menu.   

Mr. Smith brought up the point there are no grits on the menu.  Mr. Grismer stated, “I 
like grits.”  Mr. Dorsey was indifferent to the jest.  Mr. Dorsey showed the laser mug and passed 
it around.  Mr. Dorsey addressed the menu typing errors—“Tomato Cheese” should read 
“Tomato and Cheese” and “Pan Cakes” should read “Pancakes.” 

Mr. Smith questioned why the numbers are on the Dixie patches.  Mr. Dorsey stated that 
it is a tradition.  Mr. Counts stated the patch design is up to the Service Lodge.  Mr. McCormick 
noted that though National doesn't recognize lodge numbers, they are allowed to be used.  Mr. 
Smith asked what the Dixie tattoos were and how many were being purchased.  Mr. Dorsey 
clarified that a 1000 will be bought, but only 600 are planned to be sold.  Mr. Counts clarified 
that selling 600 would make up for the cost. 

Mr. Dorsey noted that because of present facilities, certain additional facility items 
needed to be brought in. 

Mr. Counts asked all to look over the budget and asked for questions.   
  
 Mr. Counts announced that the Carolina Panthers were winning against the Tampa Bay 

Buccaneers. 
 

Mr. Sturges asked what the planned use was for the $1000 listed for “Entertainment.”  
Mr. Dorsey said that the Audio/Visual (A/V) guy would be contacting them, but that they did not 
know what the exact cost would be and that the $1000 is for the show expenses such as A/V.  
Mr. Counts and Mr. Sturges asked for more clarification on the use of the money.  Mr. Dorsey 
deferred to Mr. Jim Waldron, Sr., Service Lodge Administrative Adviser, who reiterated that the 
A/V guy has not contacted them, and they think that the money was used last year for A/V. 

Mr. Carter asked why the number of staff patches being ordered was different from the 
year before.  Mr. Counts clarified that the budget Bob White used was created using the actual 
numbers from the 2005 Dixie Fellowship and not the budgeted numbers to which Mr. Carter was 
referring. 

Mr. Pochardt asked for clarification on the BSA Insurance fee.  Mr. Counts deferred to 
Mac McLean, SR-5 Section Adviser, who explained that $2.00 was being used for liability 
insurance and that $0.60 is used for accident insurance and the fee is mandated by the Field 
Operations Guide. 

Mr. Smith asked if the lodges can pay and pick up the participation pins all at once and 
how early they can do it.  Mr. Dorsey said that they can be paid for with pre-registration and can 
be picked up upon arriving at the Dixie Fellowship. 

Mr. Wood asked if other lodges can bring golf carts for medical reasons.  Mr. Dorsey 
said yes.  Mr. Counts said to contact the Service Lodge before doing so.  Mr. Sturges asked if 
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golf carts could be used for spirit reasons.  Mr. Dorsey said that if the person driving was of age 
by National standards and approved by the Service Lodge, it would be allowable. 

Mr. McCormick asked how far parking is from everything.  Mr. Dorsey responded that 
parking would vary in location, but would be within walking distance, and that there will be a 
shuttle provided from parking. 

Mr. Carter asked if there would be power in campsites.  Mr. Dorsey responded no. 
H.L. Ruth, standing in for Dane Grismer, Lodge Chief of Itibapishe Iti Hollo Lodge, 

asked if a utility trailer would be allowed in the campsite.  Mr. Dorsey responded that one 
vehicle is allowed in each campsite.  

Mr. Manuel asked if there are facilities for people needing assisted breathing.  Mr. 
Dorsey responded that there is, but only near shelters with power. 

Mr. Smith asked if lodges could provide their own power to their campsite.  Mr. Dorsey 
responded that lodges will be allowed as long as their practices follow the Guide to Safe 
Scouting and is approved by the Service Lodge. 

Mr. Wood asked if there would be campsite-hosts.  Mr. Dorsey responded that there 
would be. 

Mr. Manuel moved to disallow motorized vehicles for spirit reasons.  Mr. Wood 
seconded the motion.  Mr. Manuel stated that it is an unsafe practice.  Mr. Kuykendall asked how 
many golf carts there would be moving around.  Mr. Dorsey stated there would be enough to 
facilitate needs of the lodges.  Mr. Counts, without objection, moved the COC to a voice vote; 
the outcome was unclear.  Mr. Counts called for a hand vote; the motion passed with 7 for, 4 
against, and 3 abstaining. 

Mr. Smith moved to “Ban any kind of sound creation/amplification devices for spirit 
uses.”  The motion was not seconded and was thus dead on the floor. 

Mr. Greg Bajan asked for clarification on motorized vehicles.  Mr. Counts clarified the 
concern. 

Without objection, Mr. Counts asked for a roll call vote on the motion to accept the 
Service Lodge Proposal as amended.  Mr. Grismer toke the roll call vote.  The vote was as 
follows:

 The motion passed unanimously, 14 for, 0 against, and 0 abstaining. 
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 Mr. Counts announced that the Carolina Panthers were still winning against the Tampa 

Bay Buccaneers. 
  

IV. Old Business 
 Without objection, Mr. Counts moved to old business.  He  talked about NLS and said 

that Region Chief Bradley Long was impressed.  Mr. Counts talked about changes to the NLS 
system. 

 Mr. Counts, without objection, moved out of old and into new business. 
  
V. New Business 

 Mr. Counts reminded everyone that the lodge recharter packet is due Dec. 31st and the 
new National dues are $3/ person. 

 Mr. Counts announced that the 2006 NOAC fee should be around $345 and that the 
deadline for registration and pre-orders is March 1st with a $100 deposit per participant.  He 
stated that since Michigan State is very large and can facilitate many people, lodges should send 
as many applications as possible, especially since this is the last NOAC until 2009. 

 Mr. Counts announced that the new Guide for Officers and Advisers is now only 
available online. 

 Mr. Manuel spoke about the Carolina Indian Seminar (CIS), which is to be held around 
January 21st, 2006.  Mr. Manuel talked about CIS and directed everyone to 
www.indianseminar.com.  He stated that the pre-registration fee is $35, but participants can pay 
and register on location.  Mr. Counts encouraged participation. 

 Mr. Counts added that for the 2006 NOAC, 1 adult can attend for every 1 youth in 
attendance. 

 Mr. McCormick presented the flags used at the 2005 Dixie to Bob White.  He presented 
the Golden Arrow award to Eswau Huppeday Lodge since they tied at Dixie. 

 Mr. Counts, without objection, closed new business and called on Mr. McLean, for the 
Adviser's Minute. 

 Mr. McLean talked about the success of NLS.  He added that Bob White has done a great 
job so far and said that Dixie will be successful as always.
